Continued frompage 2 and the User State Migration Tool (USMT) that is a part of the Win-
dows Automated Installation Kit, a downloadable set of tools for migrating worksta-
tions from one OS to another.

If you are going to use some sort of cable between two computers, a network cable
between two computers or have an external hard drive you want to use, the Easy
Transfer wizard is probably a good bet. The step-by-step instructions can be found
at http://technet.microsoft.com/en-us/library/dd446674(WS.10).aspx.

The other method, the User State Migration Tool (USMT), has been around since
Windows XP as a way to solve the issue of migrating documents and settings from
one OS to another. The current supported migration paths are Windows XP to Win-
dows Vista, Windows XP to Windows 7 and Windows Vista to Windows 7, all in either
32-bit or 64-bit flavors. The new version supports hardlinks to your files, which
means instead of copying your files from one directory to another, it leaves them as
they are and just updates the links within the OS, eliminating a lot of time that the
process used to take. Microsoft has provided a video for you to get an idea of how
it works, located at http://technet.microsoft.com/en-us/windows/dd671583.aspx
