A Recovery partition will never count towards an upgrade.

The Full and Upgrade media are identical. The only difference between the two installations is the
product key. So if you have media that is a full install, you can still use it to do an upgrade, as long as you

have a valid upgrade product key.

In all cases, if you run into any issues with the upgrade process, please to call Microsoft and let them know,
by all reports they are doing a good job of getting calls to them turned out very quickly and solving any prob-
lems that people may be having resolved with very little issue. As long as you are only installing the product
on one computer, there should be no issue in getting you fixed up and on your way to enjoying the best ver-
sion of Microsoft Windows that the company has ever released!
